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Each of these Policies will become an official District Policy when approved by a majority
vote of the Board at a lawfully convened meeting. The adopted Policies override and
supplant previously adopted Policies and Board resolutions.

The Board may adopt or amend any Policy after a single reading at a regular or special
Board meeting, unless the law requires more than 1 reading due to the Policy’s subject
matter. The Board may, in its discretion, review Policies at multiple meetings before taking
action.

Each Policy will include the date it was adopted or revised by the Board.

The Superintendent will maintain a master copy of these Policies in the District’s central
office, and the Policies may be posted on, or linked to, the District’s website. The Board
will post Policies on its website if required by law.

The Board may update, add, or delete Policies as needed. Unless otherwise directed by
the Board, the master copy will be considered the official District Policy Manual, provided
the master copy includes all Board-approved Policies.
